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Ambassador Kirn visits Cleveland, Ohio

Ambassador Kirn stressed the importance of unity among the Slovenian community and encouraged the
participants, representing a variety of organizations, to work together for the common goal of preserving
Slovenian culture and heritage in Cleveland.
